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FIRST DAY OF SCHOOL

The first day of school for First Year students is Monday, 26t August, from 9.00a.m-
4.00pm. Listen carefully to the instructions given on Monday, as you will not strictly

follow your timetable on the first two days.

First Year students will be the only students in the school on Monday, 26t August and
Tuesday, 27t August. During these two important days you will get to know the school,

timetable and some of your teachers before the other year groups return.

Assembly Hall

e First Year students, in full uniform, will meet in the Assembly Hall at 9am.
Please use the pedestrian access points. We have three pedestrian access points 1.
Across from Apple Green, 2. Across from the Spar shop (middle garage), 3. Across
from Suttons Lighting. The main entrance is for cars to enter and exit the school.
This is NOT a pedestrian access point.

e Students are only required to bring a notepad and a biro.

e The day will consist of the following:

» allocation to class groups, » distribution of School Diary,

» meeting with Year Head, » tour of the school, etc.

The Canteen will be closed on Monday 26 & Tuesday 27t August: Bring a
snack for small break and a packed lunch.

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SCHOOL DIARY

MOBILE PHONES

The use of mobile phones is only permitted during small and lunch breaks. Phones
should be powered off (NOT put on silent) during and between classes. Students are not
allowed to take photographs of or record other students or staff or upload
students/staff /school activities onto social network sites. There are serious disciplinary
consequences, should this happen.

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LOCKERS

BOOKS AND COPIES

All the books you need will be given to you on your first week in St. Flannan'’s College.

Teachers will inform students of the number and types of copies etc. that they may need

to purchase (if it'’s not covered under the free book scheme)
Make sure your name is written on all books and copies.

We recommend that all First-Year students use heavy-duty plastic zipped folders for
each subject so that they can keep all the class materials of a specific subject together (i.e.

textbook, workbook and copy).

PENCIL CASE

Your pencil case should contain different colour biros, lead
pencils, a glue stick, a rubber, highlighters, a ruler, a sharpener (these items are not
covered under the free book scheme). Label the pencil case. Calculators will be
provided to each student under the free book scheme.

You must report to the main office to sign
out before leaving the school premises. If you are

returning, you must sign back in at the main office.
